North Korea: 

 "A Weird, Creepy Odd Place" 
 

Monday, September 16, 1PM 
 
This past Spring, Dr. Bob Lewis spent a 
week touring the secretive, strange coun-
try of North Korea.  Only about 60 Ameri-
cans visit the country each year and there 
are some added restrictions for their activi-
ties beyond most of the rest of the world.   
 
North Korea has an unpredictable, neu-
rotic dictator, Kim Jong Un, who continues 
to follow in the footsteps of his father and 
grandfather.  The country is desperately 
poor with about half the country malnour-
ished and the worst human rights record in 
the world.  It has almost no communica-
tions with the outside world and seems to 
be living in the Korean War era.  The gov-
ernment makes threats toward South Ko-
rea, Japan and the United States and yet 
their leader is a buddy of Dennis Rodman 
(Chicago Bulls basketball player.)  
 
Dr. Lewis will share his views and experi-
ences from his North Korea experience.
